* Preparing of the World Art Day: The decision (upon proposal of Bedri Baykam) from GA IAA in Guadalajara to declare 15th of April (day of birth of Leonardo da Vinci) a World Art Day.
Preparation for the celebration of this day is something that could keep committees very busy on the national level until that date in 2012. The press and all media, museums, galleries and ministeries of culture should be contacted. As for the Executive Committees, international and regional, it is a special opportunity to contact UNESCO, UN and Brussels. In general, an opportunity with a fixed deadline in sight to talk about and demonstrate the importance of art, to discuss the role and the situation of the artist, to defend the principles of freedom of speech and expression, to act on behalf of imprisoned artists etc.
