ACTIVITY REPORT OF THE FRENCH NATIONAL COMMITTEE 
AT THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF AIAP– EUROPE IN BERLIN  

                                  October 30th , 2011

Dear Colleagues, Dear Friends,

I am particularly happy to be with you today because 2011 looks like the opening of a new chapter in CNFAP’s history, a promising and exciting one, and I would like to share with you today our plans and our developments.

First, we have a new President and a new Bureau since the beginning of the year. Hervio is at the head of a solid team of 7 members coming from 4 different nations! 

Our first goal was to re-establish the positioning of France within IAA: in order to do so we decided to use the platform of the Guadalajara’s  General Assembly to promote our ideas and our vision of the role of IAA. I was the Delegate of CNFAP and at the end of the meeting I was elected as member of the Executive Committee with the position of International Treasurer. I know that some time during this meeting we will discuss about financial matters and I will be pleased to answer to your questions.

The proximity of UNESCO imposes on CNFAP some duties and advantages. Among them, there is the “act of presence” and participation to the numerous symposiums and conferences organized by UNESCO throughout the year. Last May CNFAP was invited by Frédéric Mitterrand, the French Minister of Culture, to participate to round tables on “International actions in Visual Arts”. On October 26th 2011 is starting the General Conference, the yearly UNESCO event, and I shall personaly participate upon my return to Paris. We would be happy to give assistance to those of you who are interested by any meeting organized within the UNESCO environment.
As you probably know, since the beginning of October 2011, AIAP has an Executive Secretary, Mrs Martine Pasquet, who has a long experience and practice within the artists’ community, with museums and visual art organisations. She will be present every Thursday in the IAA’s office located at UNESCO in Paris and be ready to provide you with information, contact addresses with NCs of other Regions, etc…Her first job is to sort out the art pieces accumulated through the years by IAA.

CNFAP is presently well engaged into its strategy of helping NCs from Africa to join IAA: two organisations from Tunisia and Morocco have confirmed their high interest and CNFAP has presented in Guadalajara the candidature of Tunisia. CNFAP is planning already a project for a three nations’ exhibition: with Tunisia, Germany and France. We have an appointment with the Tunisian Ambassador in Germany to study how this event could take place in Berlin, possibly next year. 

Such an organisation with 2 or 3 National Committees is following the framework of our program called “DIALOGUES”, typically an exchange program with other member countries of IAA. Our DIALOGUES program started with Italy in 2008 by an exhibition of Italian and French artists in Venezia followed by the same exhibition in Paris, in 2009. We are presently studying a reciprocal exhibition with the Israeli National Committee, between the XVI° ward of Paris and Tel Aviv.  If some of you are willing to join us in such programs, please do not hesitate to contact me today or later our Bureau in Paris. We have also a program under study with SANAVA of South Africa( in 2013).

In November, CNFAP is setting up an exhibition of paperworks and sculptures for CNFAP artists in a Paris’ space, well equipped for such events: “L’atelier Gustave”. Our members are very receptive to such events and we are planning to expand this activity.
